In June 2009 started new project financed by EBRD shareholder Fund in two countries —
Moldova and Kyrgyzstan “ENHANCING REGULATORY FRAMEWORK FOR
ENERGY EFFICIENCY IN BUILT ENVIRONMENT*.

The project aim is to provide local authorities in both countries with assistance by
development of regulatory framework in the buildings sector by introduction of energy
performance assessment in line with the European Directive on Energy Performance in
Buildings, increase capacity of national building authorities and local experts in development
and use of regulations that fulfil modern requirements and Directive.

Building sector is of crucial importance for enhancing
energy security and energy and carbon intensity as the
buildings consume about half of final energy use of |

the Republic of Moldova and Kyrgyzstan. :

This project presents comprehensive step forward
considering fact, that both of these countries do not
have common methodology how to asses future
energy consumption of new and major renovated
buildings as well as energy performance requirements
as a tool to push investors, developers, building
owners and planning engineers to construct and reconstruct buildings in less energy
consuming way.

The international team of experts consists of Energy Centre Bratislava as coordinator, the
Buildings Testing Research Institute, n.o. and Danish Building Research Institute having
already experiences with introduction and implementation of the EPBD directive, technical
standards and Regulations in Slovakia and Denmark. The team is working together with local
technical experts: Alliance for Energy Efficiency and Renewable in Moldova and Civic
Environmental Foundation UNISON in Kyrgyzstan and not at least under strong proactive
support of local authorities — Ministry of Construction and Regional Development of
Moldova and State Agency of Architecture and Construction in Kyrgyzstan.

The team of experts is preparing primary legislation (Reglament in Kyrgyzstan) and
secondary legislation in Moldova (Ministerial Decree). The main target of these documents is
to create the conditions for designing and evaluating the buildings aiming at decreasing the
energy use and energy need for heating and hot water preparation, taking into account the
thermal protection properties of new and major renovated buildings (family houses, apartment
houses, office buildings, schools and mixed use buildings) and considering energy supplying
systems, producing of heat and energy with an impact on total delivered energy, primary
energy and CO, emissions. The Reglament and Decree will create complex framework stating
duties, requirements and penalties.

Thanks to the support of local authorities, Ministry of
- Construction and Regional Development of Moldova
and State Agency of Architecture and Construction in
Kyrgyzstan, the project started successfully and first
steps towards its successful implementation has been
done by approval of the Reglament and Decree concept.
Additionally the declared support of local authorities
through legislative procedure is of major importance.

! In order to support implementation of the prepared
legislation the project activities are focused also on



developing Manual as a guide for using the Decree and Reglament and calculation spread
sheet. Not at least these activities are connected to organization of seminars for local
authorities, planning engineers, investors, technology suppliers and etc, conference and
raising awareness activities i.e. press conferences, publishing of articles and radio sessions.

It is necessary to highlight that EBRD is offering to Moldova and Kyrgyzstan very useful and
needed help by establishing new regulatory framework in building sector. It is first time that
primary and secondary legislation will be developed by using experiences from European
Union and in compliance with Energy Performance Buildings Directive 2002/91/EC. It is the
mitigating factor for future investments coming to these countries as well as for future energy
tariff reform, maintaining social stability and addressing the impact of financial crisis by local
implementation of technically simple, labour intensive energy efficiency measures with
positive micro and macro economy impact.

PODPORA TVORBY NOVEHO LEGISLATIVNEHO RAMCA PRE HODNOTENIE
ENERGETICKEJ HOSPODARNOSTI BUDOV

V juni 2009 sa v dvoch §tatoch - Moldavsku a Kirgizsku zacal novy projekt financovany zo
zdrojov Eurdpskej banky pre obnovu a rozvoj (EBRD) s nazvom Podpora tvorby nového
legislativneho ramca pre hodnotenie energetickej hospodarnosti budov.

Cielom projektu je poskytnut’ v oboch Statoch miestnym institiciam zodpovednym za tvorbu
legislativy, asistenciu pri priprave regulatného ramca v sektore budov a pri zavadzani
hodnotenia energetickej hospodarnosti budov v stilade s Eurdpskou Smernicou o energetickej
hospodarnosti budov 2002/91/ES, zvySovat odbornost’ miestnych organov a odbornikov
posobiacich v sektore budov.

Budovy maju zasadny vyznam pri zvySovani energetickej bezpecnosti a tym, ze sa podiel’aja
vyznamnou mierou na spotrebe energie, maju zarovenl vplyv na dosahovanie Uspor emisii
sklenikovych plynov. Spotreba tohto odvetvia tvori priblizne polovicu konec¢nej spotreby
energie v Moldavskej republike a v Kirgizsku.

Tento projekt predstavuje vyznamny krok vpred, vzhl'adom na to, Ze ani jeden z tychto Statov
nema spolocnu metodiku na posudenie buducej energetickej spotreby novych a vyznamne
obnovovanych budov, ani definované minimalne energetické poziadavky ako ndastroj na
motivaciu investorov, developerov, vlastnikov budov a projektantov. Cielom pripravovanej
legislativy je, aby prave tieto cielové skupiny uplatiiovali princip navrhu budov s nizSou
energetickou narocnost'ou ako pri vystavbe novych tak aj pre vyznamnej obnove.

Medzinarodny tim odbornikov tvori Energetické Centrum Bratislava (Slovensko) ako
koordinator, Technicky a skuSobny ustav stavebny, n.o., (Slovensko) a Dansky vyskumny
ustav stavebny, ktori uz maju skusenosti so zavadzanim a implementiciou spominanej
smernice o energetickej hospodarnosti budov, technickych noriem a predpisov na Slovensku a
v Dansku. Tim spolupracuje s miestnymi technickymi expertmi: Alianciou pre energeticku
ucinnost’ a obnovitelné zdroje v Moldavsku, Obcianskou environmentalnou nadéciou
UNISON v Kirgizsku a v neposlednom rade s miestnymi orgdnmi - Ministerstvom vystavby a



regionalneho rozvoja Moldavskej republiky (MVRR) a Statnou agenturou pre architektiiru a
vystavbu v Kirgizsku (GOSSTROY).

Tim odbornikov pripravuje primarnu legislativu (zakon v Kirgizsku) a sekundéarnu legislativu
v Moldavsku (vyhlasku). Hlavnym cielom tychto dokumentov je vytvorit pravny ramec a
podmienky pre navrhovanie a hodnotenie energetickej hospodarnosti budov. St zamerané na
zniZenie potreby tepla a potreby energie pre vykurovanie a pripravu teplej vody, so zretel'om
na tepelno-technické vlastnosti stavebnych konstrukcii novych a vyznamne obnovovanych
budov (rodinné domy, bytové domy, administrativne budovy, Skoly a budovy so zmieSanym
vyuzitim). Posudzuje sa systém dodavky energie, vyroby tepla a energie, ktoré maju vplyv na
celkovll dodanu energiu, primarnu energiu a emisie CO2. Zakon a vyhlaska budu vytvarat
komplexny pravny ramec, stanovujuci povinnosti, poziadavky a sankcie.

Vdaka podpore miestnych iradov MVRR v Moldavsku a GOSSTROY-a v Kyrgyzsku, sa
projekt zacal vel'mi uspesne. Prvé kroky k jeho uspesnej realizacii - schvalenie obsahu a
nazvu zékona a vyhlasky sa uz uskutocnili. NavySe je potrebné zdoraznit’, Ze deklarovana
podpora miestnymi orgdnmi je najdolezitejSia pre uspesnu pripravu novej legislativy v sektore
budov.

V zaujme podpory realizacie pripravovanej pravnej upravy su projektové aktivity zamerané aj
na vytvorenie manudlu, sliziaceho ako navod na pouzitie vyhlasky, pripadne zakona
doplneného o kalkulaény néstroj. V neposlednom rade su tieto aktivity spojené s organizaciou
seminarov pre miestne organy, projektantov, investorov, dodavatel'ov, technikov a d’alSej
odbornej verejnosti, konferencie a s aktivitami na zvySovanie povedomia, t. j. tlacové
konferencie, publikovanie ¢lankov a rozhlasovych relécii.

Je potrebné zdoraznit’, ze EBRD poskytuje Moldavsku a Kirgizsku vel'mi uzitocnu a potrebna
pomoc podporenim tvorby nového regulaéného rdmca v sektore budov. Je to po prvykrat,
kedy sa primarna a sekundarna legislativa v tychto Statoch pripravuji vychadzajuc zo
skusenosti Eurdpskej unie a v stlade so Smernicou 2002/91/ES o energetickej hospodarnosti
budov. Predstavuje to faktor, ktory ul'ahcuje vstup novym investiciam do tychto Statov, krok
vpred pre reformu tarifnej energetickej politiky, k zachovaniu socidlnej stability a prispevok k
rieSeniu dosledkov financnej krizy zavadzanim technicky jednoduchych, no energeticky
uspornych opatreni na lokélnej Urovni, ktoré zaroven vytvaraji nové pracovné prilezitosti.
Teda opatrenia s pozitivnym vplyvom na mikro- a makroekonomické ukazovatele oboch
Statov.
